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Six decades of the finest saloons
The E-Class family tree dates back to 1947, when the 170 V, the first 
post-war Mercedes-Benz passenger car, was introduced.

It laid the foundation for the many great mid-sized Mercedes-Benz 
saloons that followed – such as the ‘Ponton’, the legendary ‘Fintail’, and 
the ‘Stroke 8s’, whose name denoted their debut year of 1968 and whose 
timeless design still stirs the soul of many a Mercedes aficionado.

The Stroke 8s’ replacement, known internally as W 123, proved even 
more popular, setting a new sales record during its nine-year run, 
before handing over to W 124 in 1984, the car that later became the first 
Mercedes-Benz to officially take the name ‘E-Class’.

It, in turn, was followed in 1995 by the first E-Class to feature the 
ground-breaking twin-headlamp face.

Now the ninth generation – internal designation W 212 – has moved 
the E-Class on again, combining the best of its illustrious predecessors 
and paying tribute to them in its styling, with rear wings reminiscent 
of the Ponton’s sleek flanks and a reinterpretation of the distinctive 
twin‑headlamp design. What’s more, it benefits from over eight genera‑
tions’ worth of progress in safety and comfort, and features its own fair 
share of innovations too. True to its past and yet ready for the future,  
it’s a worthy inheritor of the E-Class tradition.

Like its predecessors, the latest E-Class is unmistakably a Mercedes. 
And yet it’s also unique and highly distinctive. With its arrow-like 
nose, athletic flanks and wide, elegant rear, it opens up a new 
chapter in E-Class design.

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BlueEFFICIENCY – technology for more efficient driving
Our comprehensive BlueEFFICIENCY measures 
have already brought significant cuts in fuel 
consumption to many current Mercedes‑Benz  
models, helping to lower both their CO2 
emissions and their running costs. What’s 
more, we are continuing to develop new 
environmentally friendly technologies that will 
reduce emissions even further and help to make 
motoring more sustainable in the long term.

BlueEFFICIENCY – the Mercedes-Benz efficiency 
drive. In addition to highly advanced and 
efficient engines, BlueEFFICIENCY models 
come with a range of energy-saving measures 
that enable fuel consumption and CO2 
emissions to be reduced by up to 23%. These 
measures vary from model to model but can 
include ECO start/stop, on-demand ancillary 
components and low-resistance tyres, as well 
as aerodynamic optimisation and the use of 
lightweight materials.

BlueTEC – cleaner diesel power. BlueTEC is our 
cleanest diesel technology to date. Its combina‑
tion of advanced common-rail direct injection, 
optimised combustion and modular emissions 
control systems reduces particulate levels by 
up to 95% and removes up to 90% of nitrogen 
oxides, leaving little but water, harmless nitrogen 
and the satisfaction of knowing you’ve done 
your bit for the environment.

HYBRID and BlueTEC HYBRID – the future of 
internal combustion. The next stage in our effi‑
ciency drive, hybrid drivetrains will bring new 
levels of fuel efficiency and emissions reduc‑
tion to tomorrow’s Mercedes-Benz passenger 
cars. The diesel equivalent, BlueTEC HYBRID, 
combines the benefits of hybrid drive with the 
clean-burn technology of BlueTEC.

BlueZERO – the drivetrains of tomorrow. 
The BlueZERO concept showcases three highly 
developed electric vehicle variants. The E-CELL 
is an all-electric system driven solely by the 
battery, E-CELL PLUS pairs battery power with 
a range-extending internal combustion engine, 
while the F-CELL features a hydrogen-based 
fuel-cell stack.

Even its exterior design is efficient, thanks to class-leading aerodynamics.

We take our environmental responsibilities 
seriously. Drivers, too, are increasingly aware  
of the importance of reducing emissions and 
fuel consumption. Which is why almost all 

E-Class models are BlueEFFICIENCY models. 
BlueEFFICIENCY is cleaner technology for 
the here and now, and includes the following 
energy-saving measures:

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The E-Class diesel engines maximise power and performance while reducing emissions and fuel consumption.

4-cylinder diesel engines. The E-Class offers 
a choice of efficient 4-cylinder diesel engines. 
Thanks to a host of innovative technologies, all 
three offer torquey performance and instant 
low-range responses, and yet are also low on 
emissions, noise levels and fuel consumption.

They feature optimised combustion chambers, 
ultra-precise piezo injectors and a fourth-
generation common-rail system that allows fuel 
to be injected at even higher pressures – up 
to 2,000 bar. In conjunction with twin turbo
chargers, their high ignition pressure means 
impressive levels of torque are available at any 
engine speed, while the twin balancer shafts 

ensure they remain smooth and refined at all 
times. They also feature intelligent alternator 
control that enables brake energy to be 
recovered when coasting, and a radiator shutter 
that can reduce drag when the engine requires 
less cooling. As a result, fuel consumption and 
CO2 emissions have decreased by up to 13%. The 
following 4-cylinder diesel models are available, 
all of which are fitted with diesel particulate 
filters and meet the EU5 emissions standard.

–– E 200 CDI BlueEFFICIENCY with 136 hp 
(100 kW), with maximum torque of 360 Nm 
and CO2 from 137 g/km

–– E 220 CDI BlueEFFICIENCY with 170 hp 
(125 kW), with maximum torque of 400 Nm

–– E 250 CDI BlueEFFICIENCY with 204 hp 
(150 kW), with maximum torque of 500 Nm 
and CO2 from 139 g/km

V6 diesel engines. With an output of 265 hp 
(195 kW), the E 350 CDI BlueEFFICIENCY is the 
most powerful of E-Class diesels. Its V6 engine 
features precisely-controlled high-pressure 
piezo injection and delivers peak torque of 
620 Nm. The result is impressive acceleration  
in any gear and at any speed.

Diesel engines
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With the continued development of BlueTEC 
technology the E 350 BlueTEC achieves consider
ably lower nitrous oxide emissions despite an 
output of 211 hp (155 kW) with 540 Nm torque. 
BlueTEC represents developments relating to 
the treatment of exhaust emissions – making  
it one of the cleanest diesel technologies avail‑
able today.

4-cylinder petrol engines. By combining direct 
injection, variable valve control and turbo tech‑
nology, the 4-cylinder E-Class petrol engines 
achieve impressive levels of power and torque, 
as well as low fuel consumption and emissions. 
Injecting fuel directly into the combustion 
chamber results in a more complete combustion 
process, which helps to increase the engine’s 
efficiency, while variable valve control means 
there’s always just the right amount of fuel in 
the cylinders. The engines’ lower weight and 
reduced friction further reduce their fuel con‑
sumption, and the twin balancer shafts ensure 
optimum refinement at all speeds. There are 
two 4-cylinder petrol variants to choose from:

V6 petrol engine. The 6-cylinder E 350 CGI 
BlueEFFICIENCY benefits from a range of 
advanced engine technologies, including four 
valves per cylinder, variable camshaft control 
for both intake and exhaust, a two-stage intake 
manifold and balancer shafts. In addition, it 
comes equipped with second-generation direct 
petrol injection, which combines high-pressure 
piezo injection with spray-guided combustion 
for enhanced efficiency and reduced emissions. 
To cut fuel consumption even further, the 
engine is fitted with energy-saving alternator 
and fuel pump systems. The E 350 CGI 
BlueEFFICIENCY develops 292 hp (215 kW) plus 
a maximum 365 Nm of torque.
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V8 petrol engine. The E 500’s petrol V8 delivers 
refined and effortless power. With 387 hp 
(285 kW) and up to 530 Nm of torque, it acceler‑
ates from 0 to 62 mph in just 5.2 seconds.

The E-Class transmissions are tailored to the needs of each model. They offer a choice of manual and automatic systems, enable you to opt for a 
sporty or economical driving style, and are ergonomic and easy to use.

6-speed manual transmission. The 4-cylinder 
E 200 CDI, E 220 CDI, E 250 CDI and E 200 CGI¹ 
come with a 6-speed manual transmission as 
standard. It offers quick and precise gear 
changes, with ratios carefully matched to engine 
performance, and helps you save fuel by indicating  
the most efficient downshift point in the 
instrument panel. In addition, the hold function 
prevents the car from rolling back on steep 
inclines, while the Hill Start Assist helps you 
to pull away smoothly.

5-speed automatic transmission. An electronic
ally controlled 5-speed automatic transmission 
is available on 4-cylinder models (optional on 
E 200 CDI, E 220 CDI, E 250 CDI and E 200 CGI, 
standard E 250 CGI). A choice of two different 

settings allows you to opt for either a sportier or 
a more fuel-efficient shift pattern.

7G-Tronic. V6 and V8 E-Class models are fitted 
with 7G-Tronic 7-speed automatic transmission  
as standard (7G-Tronic Plus for the E 350 CDI 
BlueEFFICIENCY). It includes a Direct Select 
steering column shift lever, which can either be 
left in automatic mode or switched to manual 
for sportier gear changes via the steering 
wheel shift paddles. The seven forward ratios 
ensure the engine is always operating at the 
ideal speed, helping to reduce fuel consump‑
tion, while the quicker and smoother shifts 
make for a more relaxing drive. 7G-Tronic also 
increases your driving pleasure, giving you 
better acceleration thanks to its ability to shift 

down more than one gear at a time, allowing 
more rapid overtaking.

On V6 and V8 models, the transmission is operated via the 

Direct Select lever on the steering column
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Suspension
Agility and comfort whatever the situation or surface: the standard Direct Control suspension and optional AirMATIC system are designed to please 
drivers and passengers alike.

Direct Control (standard). The Direct Control 
suspension gives the E-Class a perfect blend of 
agility and ride comfort. Its Adaptive Damping 
System automatically adjusts the damper set‑
tings to suit the situation, and the optimised 
shock absorption and excellent stability make 
light work of poor surfaces. On the Avantgarde 
and Sport, the Direct Control suspension is low‑
ered by 15 mm for an even more dynamic feel.

Direct Steering (standard on V6/V8 Avantgarde 
models and all Sport models). A modified 
steering ratio reduces the amount of lock 
required for tighter turns, such as when parking 
or in sharp bends. This not only makes the 
driving experience more effortless, but more 
entertaining too.

AirMATIC air suspension (optional). Thanks to 
AirMATIC’s adaptive damping system, it can

Safer driving
The E-Class is available with a range of electronic driving aids that help you stay relaxed and steer clear of danger. They can recognise potentially 
hazardous situations and intervene to prevent an accident occurring while you are driving.

If it detects signs of fatigue, Attention Assist suggests taking 

a break

Attention Assist (standard). Particularly benefi
cial on long journeys, Attention Assist helps 
detect fatigue by monitoring steering movement 
and length of journey. Between speeds of approxi‑
mately 50 and 110 mph, it monitors the driver’s 
behaviour via an array of sensors and registers 
unexpected changes that may indicate tiredness. 
If it detects such a change, it alerts the driver via 
a warning in the instrument cluster.

Night View Assist Plus (optional). This infrared 
camera system captures the entire area that 
would be illuminated on high beam and shows a 
greyscale image of it on the central display unit. 
In situations where switching to high beam is 
not appropriate, Night View Assist Plus ensures 
you have a clearer picture of the road ahead, 
enabling you to react faster should you encounter 
pedestrians, animals or objects.

Night View Assist Plus helps drivers to spot pedestrians by 

highlighting them on the screen

Active Lane-Keeping Assist and Active Blind Spot Assist can help 

to alert the driver to potential hazards

Driving Assistance Package (optional). The 
E-Class is available with Active Lane-Keeping 
Assist, which monitors lane markings and, if it 
notices the car wandering out of its lane, alerts 
the driver by subtly vibrating the steering 
wheel. The package also includes Distronic 
Plus and Active Blind Spot Assist, which warns 
the driver if it detects a potentially dangerous 
lane change.
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With Adaptive High Beam Assist, the transition between main beam 

and dipped is almost imperceptible

Intelligent Light System (standard²). In addition  
to bi‑xenon headlamps, dynamic range adjust‑
ment and LED daytime running lights, it 
includes the Active Light System, which enables 
the headlamp beams to turn as the wheels do, 
giving them up to 90% better coverage of the road 
ahead. This helps you to see potential hazards 
much sooner and makes for significantly safer 
night-time driving, especially on winding roads. 

On busy motorways, Distronic Plus maintains your distance from 

the vehicle in front and brings the car to a standstill if necessary

Adaptive High Beam Assist further improves 
visibility in the dark, dipping the headlamps 
only as far as is necessary to avoid dazzling 
oncoming traffic or those in the vehicles in front. 
The smooth transition between high beam and 
dipped avoids the sudden change in visibility 
seen with conventional headlamps.

Distronic Plus (optional¹). This radar-assisted 
cruise control helps you to maintain the 
required distance from the vehicle in front. It 
applies the brakes automatically (to a standstill 
if necessary) and accelerates again once the 
situation allows. Thanks to the new Pre-Safe® 
Brake, the system can initiate an emergency stop 
approx. 0.6 seconds before a possible collision, 
thereby reducing the severity of the impact.

If a probable 
impact is detected, the Pre-Safe® system can 
take anticipatory measures to protect the 

occupants, such as activating the reversible seat 
belt tensioners, and automatically closing the 
windows and sunroof (if fitted).

Airbags, sidebags and windowbags (standard). 
For all-round occupant protection, the E-Class 
comes with dual-stage front airbags, sidebags 
and pelvisbags for the driver and front seat 
passenger, driver’s kneebag and windowbags 
on each side. Rear side bags are available as 
an option.

Active Bonnet (standard). The E-Class comes 
with Active Bonnet technology. In the event of 
a collision, the rear of the bonnet is raised by 
50 mm, helping to reduce the risk of injury to 
pedestrians or cyclists.

Your security is in good hands with the E-Guard. It benefits from factory-fitted ballistic protection and 80 years of armoured vehicle expertise.

Like every Mercedes-Benz Guard vehicle, the 
E-Guard was developed from the ground up for 
fully-integrated protection. On the outside, it’s 

indistinguishable from a production E-Class,  
but under the skin there’s an array of special 
E-Guard components. To ensure these compo‑

nents conform to our high standards of struc‑
tural rigidity, dimensional stability, corrosion 
protection and finish quality, the E-Guard goes 
through the same bodyshop processes as any 
Mercedes-Benz production car and is subjected 
to the same quality and safety tests. Before a 
Mercedes-Benz Guard vehicle is passed fit for 
purpose, however, it also has to demonstrate 
its bullet resistance in a range of ballistic 
tests.
